


Our story begins in 1883 with the
marriage of Robert W. Scott and
Elizabeth “Lizzie” Hughes.

Robert and Lizzie took over his family
farm located in the Hawfields section
of Alamance County, North Carolina,

south of modern day Mebane.

Over the next three decades they
would create several successful
businesses, including the Alamance
Stock Farm and Melville Farm.




Robert and Lizzie Scott moved into this farmhouse after their wedding. They
would live there for the rest of their lives. The house was built in the 1850s
by Robert’s father, Henderson Scott. The house, located south of Mebane,
NC, still stands today.

Jim served as a deacon and Jo
was the organist until they
returned home to Haw River.
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Jim Scott was the Commodity
Supervisor of the Federal
Surplus Food Distribution
program for Alamance County
for many years in the 1970s.

The project involved
managing the storage and
distribution of surplus food
to welfare recipients.
